How to Find Yew Tree House Bed and Breakfast
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Travelling by Road

Leave the M5 motorway at Junction 22 signed Burnham-on-Sea. Go straight on at the first & second islands following the signs to Berrow & Brean. Continue on for about 2 miles until you come to a mini roundabout. Bear right here towards Berrow & Brean. Half a mile after Berrow village you will pass a church set back on the left hand side. After a further half a mile, turn right into Hurn Lane and you will find Yew Tree House some 300 yards on the left hand side.

Travelling by Rail

Take the train to either Highbridge or Weston-Super-Mare then taxi or bus (Somerset Buses No 21 stops at the bottom of Hurn Lane) to Yew Tree House
