Telephone: Mobiles using Vodafone get the best signal from the site. The ‘phone in the toilet block accepts incoming calls and can be used in an emergency to contact the Emergency Services.
Health & Safety : Fire regulations are posted at all fire points and in the toilet block. 
In the interests of safety there is a 10mph traffic speed limit within the site. Drivers should also be aware of children on bikes etc and parents in turn should ensure that children exercise care and are properly protected.  On leaving and turning into the site motorists should also be mindful of overtaking traffic on the A83.

Waste disposal: The chemical toilet disposal point is situated at the rear of the toilet block just along from the dish wash area. Grey water can be disposed of at the drain at the gable end of the toilet block. There is a skip for general rubbish and glass recycling facilities beside the car park.

Dogs: In the interest of Health and Safety dogs should be kept on the lead at all times within the site. This rule applies to all dog owners. There is a bin for dog waste beside the recycling. Dogs can be exercised freely on the beach. There is an access path onto the beach at either end of the site – this should be used as opposed to climbing over the rocks which could be dangerous.

Campfires: Campfires are allowed but should be held on the beach. Raised barbecues are permitted on grass. Don’t light a barbecue in a confined space-this can lead to carbon monoxide poisoning.
Toilet and shower block: The toilet and shower block is open all the time apart from a short time in the evening between 7 and 8pm (Sun.4-5pm) when it is closed for cleaning. No wetsuits are allowed in the toilets or showers and all sand should be removed before showering at stand pipes situated around the site. A small library and range of leaflets is available in the foyer.  

Arrival and Departure: Normally customers would be expected to vacate their pitch by 12noon and can arrive any time after 1pm.
