Cyprus Medical Museum is a nonprofit organization that was
founded by Limassol Medical Association in 2001 and was
officially registered in 2003.

It was inaugurated by the President of the Republic on
14.09.2012 and opened for the publicon 1.11.2012,

The visitors will be able to Tearn about the history of Cypriot
Medicine and the progress of medical technology. It is
sheltered in a unique old building that was renovated under
the supervision of the Department of Antiquities and offered
to us by the Municipality of Kato Polemidia.

It houses 160 exhibits donated by 32 doctors and other
organizations from all over Cyprus. It also includes a small
library and a botanical garden with medicinal plants.

Medical equipment, tools and other objects used during the
20th Century are exhibited. They are grouped in eight units
of related specialties and with the use of lighted platforms
and life-sized models operating, delivery and examining
rooms are brought to lTife.
