A house has stood on this site for 1000 years and is mentioned in the Domesday
Book. It was acquired by Henry VIl and sold by him to Edmund Clarke who lost it in the
Civil War. Charles Il, who with Nell Gwynn, was a frequent visitor, gifted the house to his
friend George Brydges, Duke of Buckingham. His wife, the Countess of Shrewsbury,
established the tradition of Avington Park as a place for parties and entertaining. In 1848
the house was bought by the Shelley family and was sold 100 years later to Colonel and
Mrs John Hickson, whose family still live in the house.
